DAILY FLOOD SITUATION REPORT

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 07, 2010 
River Indus is flowing in High Flood Level with falling trend at Kotri Barrage. It is in Low Flood in “Chashma-Taunsa”, “Taunsa-Guddu” & “Guddu-Sukkur” Reaches. River Indus at rest of the locations and all other main Rivers i.e. Jhelum, Chenab, Ravi and Sutlej are flowing Normal. Actual river flows and reservoir elevations may be seen at Annexure-I, which indicate that Tarbela Dam has attained its Maximum Conservation Level of 1550.00 feet, whereas Mangla Dam is at an elevation of 1206.00 feet i.e. 4.00 feet below its Maximum Conservation Level of 1210.00 feet. Today’s combined live storage position of Tarbela, Mangla & Chashma is 11.753 MAF as compared to last year’s 11.457 MAF.
2. According to Flood Forecasting Division (FFD), Lahore, Seasonal Low continues to prevail over Balochistan and adjoining areas. A moist current from Arabian Sea is penetrating into sub-mountainous areas of Punjab and Kashmir upto 3000 feet. Yesterday’s monsoon Low still persists over Orissa (India). The weather system is being closely monitored by the Pakistan Meteorological Department.

As predicted by the FFD, Lahore, isolated thunder showers are expected over Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, Punjab, northeastern Balochistan, Gilgit-Baltistan and Kashmir, including upper catchments of River Indus, Jhelum, Chenab, Ravi and Sutlej, besides Rawalpindi, Sargodha, Gujranwala, Lahore and Bahawalpur Divisions during the next 24 hours.

Significant rainfall events reported during the past 24 hours include;  Dir = 30 mm, Kotnaina = 28 mm, Besham = 10 mm, Kalam = 7 mm, Lower Dir = 6 mm and Hunza = 5 mm.

The “High Flood Situation” at Kotri Barrage is expected to continue during the next 4-5 days. Under this scenario, the inundation and riverine flooding is expected to continue in low lying areas of Districts Hyderabad, Thatta, Badin and adjoining areas along both sides of Indus River upstream and downstream of Kotri Barrage, especially Shahdadkot, Thatta, Sajawal, Mirpur Bathoro, Mirpur Sakro, Jhang Shahi, Allah Rakhio, Jamshoro, Matiari, Makaro, Ketibander, Shahbander etc. Provincial Irrigation Department, Government of Sindh and District Administrations have already been advised to take precautionary measures in order to avoid loss of human lives and damages to private as well as public property. Details of country-wide flood/rain damages reported so far may be seen at Annexure-II.
